In the last 4 years, Pusod has helped Tanggol Kalikasan, the Protected Area Management 
Board  and the Provincial Government in its campaign to coordinate and capacitate the 

institutions tasked to protect the lake.  The PAMB’s membership of  25 has now grown to 157, a 
more apropriate number that reflects the diversity that the National Integrated Protected Areas 
Law seeks to include for wide representation.  The Executive Committee is now divided into 

operational Subcommittees.  
The Provincial Government of  Batangas has set up a Task Force Taal Lake which 

dismantled over 5,000 illegal fishcages and pens since 

June 2008.  Water quality and algal diversity has started 
to rebound, catch fisheries and aquaculture yields have 
not suffered and tourists are reporting a more pleasant 
recreational experience around the volcano. Nowhere is 

the change more obvious than in Pansipit River.
Meanwhile, a Management Plan was approved by the 
PAMB on November 26, 2009 after well attended 

consultations in 15 towns.
An activity that would popularize the new management 
plan and get more people on board is timely and sorely 

needed.
The kayak team would go from community to 
community on the shore and brief  them on the 

management plan and expectations under the plan for lakeshore communities.

The route will start in 
Don Juan, Cuenca and 
pass by the coastal 
communities of Labangan 
Bay in Taal Lake towards 
Pansipit River and into 
Balayan Bay to educate 
these communities as well 
as other stakeholders on 
the highlights of the Plan 
and how they can help.

The sit-on-top single 
kayaks of the Provincial 
Tourism Office will be 
used and the event will 
also launch these kayaks 
as rental kayaks for the 
communities in San 
Nicolas and Agoncillo.

Biodiversity worth 
saving

This basin’s skies used to host 
numerous raptors, its 
grounds were home to 
the endemic Luzon 

bleeding heart.  These 
birds are no longer 
common.  In the lake 

waters are endemic 
species like the tawilis 

and duhol, the latter in the middle of  its 

evolutionary story as it still has salt-
processing gills, evidence of  a time in the 
recent past when this basin was a salt water 
lagoon.  The other secrets this ecological 

and geological wonder hold can be 
revealed if  we do what we plan.

Chapter 4, Watershed and 
terrestrial wildlife

Chapter 4 provides for the 

identification and delineation of  public 

forest lands, establishment by private 

land owners and developers of  private 

forest reserves and by municipalities of  

watershed reserves.  These three will 

allow the basin to host wildlife that have 
since either dwindled in numbers or gone 
extinct and provide ecosystem services and 

a recreation draw as well.

Pusod is an organization duly 
registered with the SEC and commits 
to report progress on this program to 
all sponsors & kayakers who will be 
involved in this program to media, on 
its website and annual report.
